When early humans hunted and collected food, they could not control their environment. They
could live in their environment like other animals. When humans learned to make fire, however,
they became skillful at changing their environment. To provide themselves with fuel, they cut trees
and made fires. Parts of forests were changed to lands to increase the growth of grass and to provide
a greater area for the animals that humans ate as their food.
